27. (Permit for Use of School Land, No. 119, P.R.(.) Upon motion
duly made and unanimously carried, a resolution was adopted con-
firming the action of the Executive Officer in issuing at an annual 
consideration of $1.00 a use permit to the War Department for special 
army maneuvers on 640 acres of School Land in the We of Section 16
and Es of Section 36, T. 7 S., R. 20 E., S.B.M., in Riverside County,
effective April 15, 1943 and ending six months from the date of term-
ination of hostilities. 

28. (Navy Department Taking - Chocolate Mountain Area in Imperial and
Riverside Counties) Upon motion duly made and unanimously carried, 
a resolution was adopted authorizing the Executive Officer to nego-
tiate a lease with the Navy on approximately ten thousand acres of
School Land in the Chocolate Mountain area of Riverside and Imperial
