
Upon motion duly made and unanimously carried, a rosolution was adopted to 
rescind its action of June 12, 1947, and so advise the Secretary of Interior 
and others receiving a copy of the lottor dated June 16, 1947, thus remov-
ing cay commitment or interest of the State to the lands involved in the 
June 12, 1947 letter. 

15. (Assignment of Fish Canyon Leaso, No. P.R.C. 1026 Kartha O. Dunmire 
to Wallace Winn) The Commission was informed that application has been 
roccived from Martha 0. Dunmire lessoc under Fish Canyon Loaso, No. P.R.C. 
1026, for approval to assign this lease to Wallaco Winn. This loaso was 
issued to Mrs. Dunmire on January 1, 1942, for a ten year poriod at an 
annual rental of $30.00. 

Upon motion duly made and unanimously carried, a resolution was adopted 
authorizing the approval of the assignment of Fish Canyon Lease No. P.R.C. 
1026 from Martha O. Dunmire to Wallace Winn subject only to payment of
the statutory $5.00 filing food 

16. (Application for Prospecting Permit - J. H. Byrd - San Bernardino . 
County W. 0. 201) The Commission was informed that on Decomber 1, 1947, 
the Commission authorized the issuance of a permit to prospect for two 
years upon the Se of Section 16, T. 6 N., R. 10 E., S.B. B. & M., to Mr. 
J. H. Byrd of Tucson, Arizona, upon the payment of the $320.00 permit fee 
as prescribed by Statute. No reply has boon received from Mir. Byrd pur-
suant to written notice that the prospecting permit would be issued upon
rocoipt of the foe. 

Upon motion duly made and unanimously carried, a resolution was adopted 
authorizing the cancellation of the application of Kr. J.H. Byrd for a 
prospecting permit on tho Se of Section 16, T. 6 N., R. 10 E., S.B.B. & M.
San Bernardino County in accordance with Section 2412 (b) of Rogulation D
for the reason that the required payment has not boon mado within thirty 

days after written notification of the acceptance of the application. 

17. (Cancellation of permit and refund of deposit, W. O. 217, Harry 
Hoather) The Commission was informed that on February 6, 1948, the Com-
mission authorized the excoution of a prospocting permit to Harry F. 
Hoathor covering Lots 5 and 6 and the SEs of Nite of Section 36, T. 9 N., 
R. 4 E., S.B.B. & K., containing 120.61 acres, in San Bernardino County. 
Ur . Hoathor now advises that he does not care to go forward with the por-
mit sinco it is believed the minorals are located on an arca under pro-
specting permit issued to boyd G. Adams and requests rofund of the 
$161.16 doposited for the two year permit, Mr. Heather has filed a can-
collation with the San Bernardino County Recorder abrogating any rights 
he may have obtained in the original notices of prospecting permit record-
ing application. 

Upon motion duly made and unanimously carried, a resolution was adopted 
rescinding the permitting of the issuance of a prospecting permit to Er. 
Hoather on Lots 5 and 6 and the SEX of Nite of Section 36, T. 9 N., R. 4 E., 
S. B.B . & M., and furthermore that Er. Heathor be rofunded his deposit of 
$161.16 less Commission's cost incident to this permit of $15.00, leaving 
a not amount rofundablo of $146.16. 
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
