Norman in 1943 apnlied for a lease of a fraction of an acre of the bed of Yiddle
River near Stockton., On August 25, 1943 the Commission approved issuance of a
lease to Nr, Norman for five years alf an annual rental of $100.00, Nr. Norman
¢did not reply to correspondence relative to the proposed lease and no lease was
execuded,

Upon rotion duly made and unanimously carried, & resolution was adopted rescinding
the action of August 25, 1643, whereby the issuance of a five year lease to gertain
tide and submerged lands in ¥iddle River near Stockton to ¥r. Stephen A. Xorman
was authorized.

15. (Csncellation of Lease Application - L. M. Lockhart - Tide and Submerged
Land, larin County - V.0, 203) The Commission was informed that an application
was received fromtr. L. I. Lockhart on September 29, 19h7, reouesting the State
Lands Cemmission to authorize the publication of a Notice of Intention to Receive
Bids for an’ ¢il and grs lease on tide and submerged land in Varin Qounty adjacent
to the location of a then drilling upland well known as Tevis No. 1.
