Wiley has 
requested that the State acquire through exchange some 644. acres of Federal lands 
in Townships 21 and 22 H., Ranges 10 and 11 East, S. B. M., and sell to him the 
acquired Federal lands at the mepraised value of the lands involved. It is pro-
posed that the State require this land and sell it to Mr. iley without publi-
cation of notice to receive bids.
