30, (Request for Discharge of Accountability - P.R.C. 117 and P,R.C., 119 - One
Dollar each) The Commission was informed that on January 27, 19hl, authorization
was given the Executive Officer to issue to the War Department a Use Permit known
as P.R. &% 117, fof special Army maneuvers on 1280 acres of school land in San
Bernardine County. It also aukthorized issuance of a permit for the use of two
hail sections of land in the vic¢inity of Wiley Wells, Riverside County, within
: ° the boundairdes of P,R,C, 12, which permit was given the number P(R.C. 119,

Both of these permits recite, "In consideration of the sum of Cne Dollar, receipt
whereof is hereby acknowledged, the person granting this permit, hereinafter
called the Parmitter", which language resulted in their being placed upon the
Accounts Beceivable records of the Commissicn, charges against the United States
Government, in the amount of £1,00 each for the permits issved. Though <nvoies
were rendered; these charges were not paid at the time of issuance of ths permits,

At its meetings held December 10, 1948, and February 25, 1949, the Commission
anthorized acceptance of releases from the War Department for the properties inm

volved, relinquishing the right to claims for rental arising out of the use and
pecupancy of the properties,

In view of the fact that the State of California in executing the permits acknow-
ledged receipt of the consideration specified for use of the property, the Governw
ment congiders the mabter c¢losed, and the claim for 2,00 rental disallowed.

It was, therefore, deemed advisable to close the above-mentioned acccunts receivable

by means of a request for discharge of accountability from the State Board of
Suntrol,
