On July 6, 1950, the Commission .authorized the Executive Officer to order and con-
duct the requisite hearings pursuant toc Section 126 -of the Goverrnment Code and
under the rules and regulations adopted by the Commission on June 1k, 194, on
applications for consent to acquisition by the United States of lands comprising
a number of installations, among which wag the United States Navy Shore Patrol
Headquarters at San Diege, California., On May ', 1990, an application for accep-
tance of Jurisdiction by the United States of the lands perteining to this instalw
lation was -executed by Francis P, Matthews, Secratary of the Navye.

Pursuant to said application, arrangments were made to conduct the requisite
public hearings at San Diego, California, in comnsction with -other similar hear-
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ings scheduled for the same day and place. The notice of sich public hearing was
published in the San Diego Union at San Diego, California, on September 1, 1950,
and service on the Clerk of the Board of Supervisors of San Diego County was made
on August 22, 1950, Notices were thus published and served in compliance with
Section 2702, California Administrative Code, Title 2,

Hearings were held by the Executive Officer at Headquarters, U, S. Naval Station,
San Diego, California, beginning at 10 A.M., September 19, 1550, A record of
the hearing was made and the transcript was made & part of the Commission record
in this casss The 4ttorney Gensral was represented by Mr. Walter Rountres,
Deputy Attorney General,

Appearances were made on behalf of the Navy by the Commanding Officer of the

Shore Patrol Headquarters, Lt, Commander James T. Kelly, alsoc by Commander L.N.Evans
and Mr, R. G, Huench representing the 1lth Nawal District. No other appsarances
were made in support of this application and none were made against it,

Section 126 of ths Government Code requires that the State Lands Commission must
have found and declared to have occurred and to exis: the fulfillment of certain
specified conditions, Oral and documentary evidence were presented and received
at the hearing in support of the contention of the applisant thet these conditions
have been met and complied with. Conclusn.ons in regard to their presentation are -
ags follows: :

4s applied to this case the acquisition "mist be for the erection of forts; maga~
zines, arsenals, dockyards, and other needful tuildings, ar ether public purpose
within the purview of Clause 17, Section 8 of Article 1 of the Constitution of
the United States." The Shore Patrol Headgquarters of the Eleverith Naval District
at San Diego consists of facilities for the administration and stationing of Navy
police engaged in prevention of disturbances and the maintenance of good order

and discipline of Navy personnel in San Diego and vicinity. Detention barracks

are provided for offenders pending their transfer t6 their respective commands,

In this capecity it is believed that this installation serves “otherpublic purposes
within the purview" of the above-quoted portion of the Constitution of the United .
States and has been and ig presently maintained for such purposes, .

The sacond condition req’un.res that a finding must be made that "the acquisition
mst be pursuant to and in compliance with the laws of the United States"™, The
property was acquired by deed from the City of San Diegc dated May 18, 1949, under
authority of an Act of Congress approved July 2, 19.8, Public Law 891, 80th Con-
gress, Second Session. A copy of a certificats of title has been filed with the
Commission. Evidence was presented by ¥r, R, G, Musnch, Dirsctor of Property
Achin.,,stration, Elavanth Naval Bxstrict, that the lind. described in the appiica-
tion had been acquired pursuant to and in compliance with the laws of the United
States and that the latier is now poszessed of good and sufficient fee title,

The third condition upon which a finding is required is to the affect that "the
United States must in writing have assented te acceptancs of jurisdiction over
the lands upon and subject: to each and all of the conditions and reservations in
this section prescribed®, Under the provisions of an Act of Ccngresa of October
9 ’ 1940, Public Law 825 “the head or other authorized officer of any department
of the Government® may accapt Jur:'.sdiction from the State, A letter from the
Department. of the Navy dated Kay 1, 1950, accepting jurisdiction over the sub-
jeet installation on behalf of the United States and signed by Mr. Francis P,
Matthews, Secretary of the Navy, war received by the Division of State Lands on
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May 8, 1950, This acceptance iz mde subject to each and all of the conditions
and reservations prescribed in Section 126, Government Cods, State of Califernig
and iz, therefore, in accordance with law and with the rules of the Commission,

The fourth requirement is that thse Commizsion must have found and declared that
such acquisition is in the interest of the State. Testimony was given by
Commandur Kellsy that: Shore Patrol Headquarters directs the operation of about
120 Navy police; these preserve law and order among naval personnsl in San Disio
and vieinity, of which there are a larga nwnber ir nearby stations and camps plus
many transisnts; civil police are accordingly relieved of a substantial amount of
affart and reaponsibility in this respsct; the Headquarters aliso serves as &
point of contact between naval and civil law enforcement agencies, In thess
respects it is believed that the acquisition of the property comprising Shore
Patrol Headquerters is in the interest of the Stats,

It is concluded that all four conditions requisite to a declaration of the State
Lands Commission have besen fulfilled in this case,
